The breaking of the glass ceremony enhancement 
has multiple meanings: 

1.Judiasm
2.Blessing
3.Fragility and Challenges



Judiasm: 
Description: In Judaism, followers are taught that 

Jerusalem is a sacred symbol/place and should be 
held in a highest regard.  The Breaking of the Glass 
shows that the Groom and Bride are mindful of the 
lack of peace in Jerusalem an acknowledgement 
should be set above there highest joy, the moment 
of their wedding. 



Officiant: άMarriage is a sacred union. It is meant to 

be a living example of the Marriage between Heaven 
& Earth, God & Humanity. In Judaism, nothing 
represents this Union more than the symbol of 
JerusalemΦέ

Officiant:  Psalm 137 states; 

"If I forget thee Jerusalem, let 
my right hand wither; let my 
tongue cleave to my palate if I 
do not set Jerusalem above 
my highest joy." The breaking 
of the glass fulfils this when 
the Groomand Brideare 
mindful of the lack of peace in 
Jerusalem which is set above 
their highest joy -- the 
moment of their weddingΦέ



Officiant:  For those of you 

witnessing this for the first 
time it is appropriate to 
clap, yell, or shout Mazal
Tov!, when the glass is 
broken.



Description:άBride takes a drink from the glass and 

hands it to the Groom who drains the glass. The glass 
is wrapped in the cloth then placed on the floor (or 
replaced with a light bulb). Groom steps on the glass, 
breaking it. 



Blessing
Description:  The breaking of the glass ceremony can 

represent a blessing to the couple that all their 
troubles be broken as easily as the glass.



Officiant:  ά ¢ƘŜtraditional breaking of the glass 

marks the end of the ceremony. Groomand Bride, 
may all your happiness be as great as the number of 
broken pieces of glass, and may all of your troubles 
be as easily shatteredΦέ
