
The Wedding Tea Ceremony
Ceremony Enhancement 



Description: The items are laid out neatly on a small 

table. The three cups are to the front.



Officiant: "Tea is a common thing the world over. 

People drink it daily, a quick cup here and there, alone 
or with friends, at work, while walking down the 
street.

"It is a reminder that it is the simplest things that can 
mean the most to us. Groom and Bride have chosen to 
share tea together as a part of their wedding, to 
remind us that the simplest things like tea, or love, can 
be the most profound of all."



Description:  A scoop of tea is placed into the small 

teapot and the spoon is wiped down and placed back 
ƛƴǘƻ ƛǘΩǎ ŜȄŀŎǘ ǇƻǎƛǘƛƻƴΦWater is added from large pot 
and it is placed again back in position. Teapot is 
carefully swirled to aid in brewing, three times, then 
replaced.



Description: Groom takes the pot and pours the first 

cup for Bride. She takes it and drinks a sip, then 
replaces the first cup.

Bride pours the second cup for Groom. He takes it 
and drinks before replacing the second cup.



Description: They pour the third cup together. She 

holds it for him to drink, and he holds it for her to 
drink. It is also replaced to it original position.

Beyond the enjoyment from the tea, Groom and 
Bride take away from this ceremony a serene 
simplicity that can be applied to their everyday life.



Time: Approximately 2 to 3 minutes in length

Supplies:
ÅA pot of hot water
ÅA small teapot
Å3 small handleless tea cups
ÅA container of tea
ÅA small clean scoop or spoon
ÅA cloth to wipe the utensils

Placement: Typically, this Ceremony Enhancement is 

done after the Ring Ceremony for the Groom and the 
Bride
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
