This will ensure that all your 
guests have a designated place 
and the parents, grandparents, 
honored guests have a close seat 
to the bride and groom. 



Processional 
**samples available 

Groom walks down the aisle ς
maybe with parents or 
enters from front/side with the 
Officiant

Groomsmen walk down the 
aisle or already up front ς
may accompany the 
bridesmaids



ÅBridesmaids walk down the aisle 

ÅFlower Girl/Ring Bearer walks 
down the aisle 

ÅMaid/Matron of Honor walks 
down the aisle 

ÅBride ςeither alone or 
accompanied by an important 
person

Optional ςif the bride is accompanied then that person 
remains by her side until the Officiant asks who presents bride



Welcoming of Guests

Weddings typically begin 
with a welcome to your 
guests.At this part of the 
ceremony the Officiant 
may also make a 
statement about the 
seriousness of the vows 
you are about to take.



Presenting of Bride 
** samples available 

(If applicable) The tradition of giving 
the bride away goes back to a time 
when a woman had few rights and 
privileges and her family viewed her as 
property. The father of the bride would 
literally give his daughter away to the 
groom and his family for social and 
monetary gains. Today, the tradition 
continues in order to show the family 
of the bride's support and blessing of 
the marriage.
